The book is designed for Latin II, but much of the content is typically taught in Latin III. While the organization of the material is clear, it
follows a different sequence than is traditional. For example, this text starts out using subjunctive verbs, yet the students don't yet know
about the simple future tense or prepositional phrases. I don't think that's necessarily a bad thing, but I wonder if students transfer to a
program that doesn't use this text how well they would be able to cope.
