Suggested Activities for Military Dads 

Activities recommended below were designed to offer ideas to celebrate the service of military fathers and father figures for Dads Take Your Child to School Day.
1. Request that military children represent their loved ones by wearing purple to school for Dads Take Your Child to School Day. Purple is a color used to symbolize the combined colors of all branches of the military. To learn more about PURPLE UP! 2. Designate a purple area in the school building where fathers or father figures can enjoy refreshments with their children.
3. Use story time to focus on books about what many military kids experience.
4. Host a Dads Champ Challenge where fathers/father figures and children go through a series of military-style obstacle courses that test brains and athleticism.

5. Send care packages and write letters to fathers and father figures who are deployed. The package can be sent prior to Dads Take Your Child to School Day or as a class activity on the day of the event.
6. Request that dads who are deployed send a video or letter for the day of the event. The request can be facilitated through mom, another family member, significant other or military liaison. 
7. Create a Hero Wall to honor fathers and father figures in military service. The wall could include pictures of those who currently serve or are veterans. 
8. Invite retired military fathers and father figures, both at the school and in the community, to assist with planning and participating in Dads Take Your Child to School Day.
