PROFILES OF FLORIDA SCHOOL DISTRICTS:

The following provides descriptions of data found on the district profile pages. The descriptions are in
the same order as the items appear. NOTE: Due to rounding, percentages may not total 100 in all
cases.

REVENUE: This section includes revenue from the General Fund, Special Revenue Funds, Debt Service
Funds, Capital Projects Funds, and the Permanent Fund.

Total Federal Revenue: The total dollars received from federal sources. Also shown is the percent of
total revenue from federal sources and the amount of federal revenue per unweighted full-time equivalent
student.

Total State Revenue: The total dollars received from state sources. Also shown is the percent of total
revenue from state sources and the amount of state revenue per unweighted full-time equivalent student.

Total Local Revenue: The total dollars received from local sources. Also shown is the percent of total
revenue from local sources and the amount of local revenue per unweighted full-time equivalent student.

Total All Revenue: The total dollars received from all sources except other financing sources such as
incoming transfers or proceeds from the issuance of debt. Also shown is the amount of total revenue per
unweighted full-time equivalent student.

EXPENDITURES: This section includes expenditures from the General Fund, Special Revenue Funds,
Debt Service Funds, and Capital Projects Funds.

Total Current Expenditures: The total amount expended by the district for everyday operation and
maintenance of the schools. This includes food service and community service expenditures but excludes
debt service and all capital outlay, except library books. Also shown is the amount of current
expenditures per unweighted full-time equivalent student.

Total Capital Outlay: The total amount expended in the acquisition or replacement of fixed assets
including land, land improvements, buildings, fixed equipment, remodeling, furniture, fixtures,
equipment, motor vehicles, and audio-visual materials.

Total Debt Service: The total amount expended for redemption of principal and interest on serial bonds
and loans, along with expenditures for dues, fees and other miscellaneous expenditures.

Total Expenditures All Funds: The total amount expended for current expenditures, capital outlay, and
debt service.

MAJOR STATE CATEGORICALS AND SPECIAL ALLOCATIONS: In addition to general
support of education, the state allocates funds to a number of specific programs. Listed here are the funds
allocated to specific areas of interest in the overall educational program. Definitions for each of these
programs can be found later in this appendix under FISCAL DATA, items 3.40 through 3.47.
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FISCAL DATA:
This section includes revenues and expenditures/expenses from the seven fund types described below.

A fund is defined as a fiscal and accounting entity with a self-balancing set of accounts recording cash
and other financial resources, together with all related liabilities and residual equities or balances, and
changes therein, which are segregated for the purpose of carrying on specific activities or attaining certain
objectives in accordance with special regulations, restrictions, or limitations. (Codification of
Governmental Accounting and Financial Reporting Standards, Section 1300.)

The General Fund is used to account for all financial resources except those required to be accounted for
in another fund.

Special Revenue Funds report proceeds of specific revenue sources (other than trusts for individuals,
private organizations, or other governments or for major capital projects) that are legally restricted to
expenditure for specified purposes.

Debt Service Funds account for the accumulation of resources for, and the payment of, general long-term
debt principal and interest.

Capital Projects Funds report financial resources used for the acquisition and construction of capital
facilities and other fixed assets. Examples include: land, buildings, motor vehicles, furniture, fixtures,
and equipment.

The Permanent Fund is used to account for resources that are legally restricted to the extent that only
earnings, and not principal, may be used for purposes that support the government’s programs.

Internal Service Funds account for the financing of goods or services provided by one unit of the school
district to other units of the school district, or to other school districts, on a cost reimbursement basis.

Enterprise Funds account for operations that are financed and operated in a manner similar to private
business enterprises. For example: self-insurance consortium.

Governmental Fund Types: Funds used to account for the acquisition, use and balances of expendable
financial resources and the related current liabilities - except those accounted for in proprietary funds.
