PRIOR SCHOOL STATUS/STUDENT ATTENDANCE – REJECT RULES 

45. The Educational Choice code must be Z for the following:
• District Number, Current Enrollment is 68, 71-75 or 80-82.
• School Number, Current Enrollment is 3450 (Personalized Education

Program).
• School Number, Current Enrollment is 7001 (school district virtual

instruction program – contracted provider) or 7004 (Florida Virtual School
franchise) or 7006 (KG-12 virtual course offerings) or 7023 (school district
virtual instruction program – district provider).

• School Number, Current Enrollment is N998 (Home Education).
• School Number, Current Enrollment is N999 (private school).
• School Number, Current Enrollment has a School Function Setting equal to

V and a Charter School Status not equal to Z on the Master School
Identification file.
