When there are resulting Disciplinary/Referral Action codes applicable to a SESIR Incident, Identifier, the
SESIR Incident, Identifier must be reported on the corresponding Student Discipline/Referral Action

format.

NOTE: Reports must be made on incidents occurring on school campus, at school-sponsored events
and on school-sponsored transportation at any time of the year and 24 hours a day. At
school-sponsored events, report those incidents that involve student(s) as either perpetrator
or victim.
