Definition/Example

Fee Exempt: Any K-12 student who is co-enrolled in the adult high school program (s. 1011.80(10), F.S.).
Fee Deferred: for student classified as a resident for tuition purposes: Fee payment deferred when:

1. Financial aid from a federal or state assistance program is delayed in transmissions to a student through
circumstances beyond the control of the student, not including failure to make timely applications for such aid
(1009.27(1), F.S).

2. A Veteran or other student eligible for benefits under Chapter 30, 31, 32, 34 or 35 of Title 38, U. S. Code, or
Chapter 106 of Title 10, U.S. Code is entitled to one deferment each academic year and an additional
deferment each time there is a delay in the receipt of benefits for fee payment (1009.27(2), F.S).

3. The district has a written authorization for payment or charges for fees, books and supplies from an
approved business, industry, governmental unit, nonprofit organization or civic organization.

4. Fees are delayed because of a district-adopted criterion of need or adopted installment payment schedule.

Fee Deferred for student classified as a non-resident for tuition purposes (see code for details on conditions for
fee deferment).

Fee Exempt: The student does not have a high school diploma or its equivalent and is enrolled in adult basic
skills, adult secondary education, or career and technical education preparatory instruction. (Valid only for
survey F, 2011-12 for courses which began before July 1, 2011.)

Fee Exempt: The student has a high school diploma or its equivalent; and is enrolled in adult basic skills, adult
secondary education or career and technical education preparatory instruction; and has basic skills which have
been determined to be at or below the eighth grade level. (Valid only for survey F, 2011-12 for courses which
began before July 1, 2011.)

Fee Exempt: The student is a dependent of a deceased or disabled veteran pursuant to Section 295.01
through 295.05, F.S.

Fee Waiver: The student is a dependent of a deceased special risk member (Sections 112.19(3) F.S., and
112.191(3), F.S))

K Fee Exempt: The student is enrolled in an approved registered apprenticeship program as defined in s.
446.021, F.S. (1009.25(1)(b)F. S.)

Fee Exempt: The student is or was at the time he or she reached 18 years of age in the custody of the
Department of Children and Family Services or, after spending at least 6 months in the custody of the
department after reaching 16 years of age, was placed in a guardianship by the court. Such exemption
includes fees associated with enrollment in career-preparatory instruction. The exemption remains valid until
the student reaches 28 years of age. (1009.25(1)(c))

Fee Exempt: The student is enrolled in an employment and training program under the welfare transition
program to (s. 1009.25(1)(c),, F.S.)

Fee Exempt: The student is or was at the time he or she reached 18 years of age in the custody of a relative
under s. 39.5085 or was adopted from the Department of Children and Family Services after May 5, 1997.
Such exemption includes fees associated with enrollment in career-preparatory instruction. The exemption
remains valid until the student reaches 28 years of age. (1009.25(1)(d),F.S.)

Fee Exempt: Any student who lacks a fixed, regular and adequate nighttime residence or whose primary
nighttime residence is a public or private shelter designed to provide temporary residence for individuals
intended to be institutionalized, or a public or private place not designed for, or ordinarily used as, a regular
sleeping accommodation for human beings (1009.25(1)(f), F.S.)
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Fee Exempt: The student is enrolled in a dual enrollment or early admission program pursuant to s. 1007.27 or
s. 1007.271 (1009.25(1)(a).

Fee Required for student classified as a resident for tuition purposes: Fee payment required (see s. 1009.21,
F.S. for residency for tuition purposes and s. 1009.22(3)(a)). Fee was not waived, deferred or exempted.

Fee Waived: Fee shall be waived for victims of wrongful conviction. 961.06(1)(b), F.S.

Fee Required for student classified as a hon-resident for tuition purposes: Fee payment required for tuition and
out-of-state fees (see s. 1009.21, F.S. for residency for tuition purposes and s. 1009.22(3)(a)). Fee was not
waived, deferred or exempted.

Fee required for continuing Adult General Education student who was assessed the resident tuition rate. A
residency determination was not made for this student. Fee was not waived, deferred or exempted. NOTE:
This code should only be used for students who were enrolled in 2010-11 who are continuing enroliment in
adult general education programs in 2011-12.

Fee Waived for student classified as a resident for tuition purposes: Eligible fee has been waived. Fee
payment waived by district school board

Fee Waived for student classified as a non-resident for tuition purposes: Eligible fee has been waived,
including out-of-state tuition. Fee payment waived by district school board.

NOTE: Beginning July 1, 2011, students enrolled in adult general education must be assessed fees based on a residency for
tuition determination.
